If the document is in a language other than an official language of the relevant
Member State or English, an English translation shall be provided. If the document is a copy, this shall be certified as a true copy by a
notary public or other similar person specified by the administering authority in respect of a shipping company. If the certified copy is
issued outside the Member State of the administering authority in respect of a shipping company, the copy shall be legalised, except
where otherwise provided for by national law.
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
